Expectations

Multi-Genre is a bit more dangerous.  For me, it requires investing myself more.

As a result, muliti-genre is much more rewarding”

The multi-genre paper, a term coined by Tom Romano, asks students to see, understand, interpret, and know their subject through multiple genres.  In employing genres as both a lens and a rhetorical tool, the multi-genre paper asks students to be explicitly creative and scholarly, to pay close attention to matters of style as well as matters of research.

Research

A good research paper requires plenty of information from a variety of sources.  You will be required to use a minimum of four different sources; two may come from the same genre.  Your project will be about a person, so one of your sources must be a biography or autobiography.  Choose three others from these possibilities:

Requirements
· You will create a Works Cited page using MLA format.

· You will create an endnotes page which gives an explanation of what is real and what is created for each of your genres.
As you are thinking about this paper and the person you will be writing about, be thinking (and writing) about the aspects of his/her life that really interest you.  These will help you get a strong focus when you start putting the paper together.    

You will also be conferencing twice on this project.  
· Conference 1 will be the week of 5/9-5/12 and will revolve around your sources and your ideas.  

· Conference 2 will be the week of 5/23-5/26 and will revolve around three to four of you ALREADY COMPLETED genres and what your plans are for the rest of your project.

___ How does the prologue tell the reader how to read the paper?  If there is not a prologue, what is the purpose of the first genre?
___ Are 6 genres presented?  List all genres in the space below, placing a star by the required genres. (This answer does NOT need to be in a complete sentence.)
___ Has the writer provided an appropriate perspective on the person’s life?  Explain the perspective.
___ Do the genres consider the topic from several vantage points?  Explain.
___ Does the paper flow from one piece to the next?  Has the writer incorporated strategies for unity?  Explain.
___ Has the writer pushed him/herself in experimenting with multiple genres?  Explain.
